Upon completion of the review, the archaeologist(s) reviewing collections and the Project Director/Principal Investigator shall certify compliance with this policy by filling out and signing this Certificate of Collections Review Compliance form. This original, signed document shall be submitted with the project’s documentation when it is transferred to the ASM Archaeological Repository.
